	Between the end of any ordinary session of the General Synod / te Hīnota Whānui and the commencement of the next ordinary session of the General Synod / te Hīnota Whānui there shall be held a conference or conferences of representatives of the several dioceses in New Zealand (chosen from each order in each diocese) to consider matters affecting them severally and together, to consider matters affecting the proclamation of the Gospel, evangelism, the promotion of the mission of the Church and the provision of ministry amongst the various peoples and Tikanga the Church seeks to serve and bring into the fullness of Christ, both as part of the common life of the Church and as partners working on a basis of covenant in partnership.
